	Geometry – properties of shape Use a protractor to measure (in degrees) angles less than 900. Use knowledge of right angles to estimate the size of acute and obtuse angles. Use the inside and the outside scales of a protractor. Be able to decide which scale of the protractor to us. Use a protractor to measure the size of obtuse angles. Be able to draw lines correctly to the nearest millimetre. Use a protractor to draw angles of a given size. Use precise language to describe the types of angles  they are drawing. Use part-whole models to calculate missing angles along a straight line. Use given facts to deduce the size of an angle. Understand parallel and perpendicular lines an right angles in relation to squares and rectangles. Be able to distinguish between regular and irregular polygons. Calculate the size of missing angles and sides in polygons. Can identify 3D shapes (including cubes, cuboids) from their 2D nets. Identify faces, curved surfaces, vertices and edges in a shape. Geometry – position and direction. Be able to read coordinates starting with the x-coordinate. Can reflect objects using lines that are parallel to the axes and may use a mirror to help do this. Record the coordinates of the vertices of  the object and the image in a table. Are able to translate a shape on a grid. Can translate coordinates and also describe translations of coordinates. Understand the effect of the translation on the coordinates. 

Measuring – converting units Convert measurements from metres to kilometres, and grams to kilograms and vice versa. Can convert metres to millimetres, litres to millilitres and vice versa. Use rulers, metre rulers, jugs and bottles to understand the conversions. Be able to convert between different units of length and choose appropriate units of measurement. Use timelines, calendars and clocks to support the conversion of units of time. Convert between different units of time in order to solve problems  using the timetables. Measure - volume Recognise the conservation of volume by building different solids using the same amount of centimetre cubes. Build shapes using centimetre cubes and directly compare their volume. Build cubes and cuboid to aid estimations of volume. Are able to choose suitable units of measure for the volume. Can estimate capacity using practical equipment such as water and rice. Use all four operations to solve problems involving measure.

To know some of the ancient Greek gods, and what they represented.

To know Mount Olympus is the home of the Greek gods.
