Fiction: sci-fi story

Develop characterisation by showing the reader what characters say and do and how they feel/react

Sequence of plot may be disrupted for effect eg flashback.

Opening and resolution shape the story.

Structural features of narrative are included for effect eg repetition.

Paragraphs are varied in length and structure.

Pronouns are used to hide the doer of the action eg it crept into the woods.
	Use paragraphs to organize more complex narrative 

Use a wide range of cohesive devices to build cohesion e.g. sentence types, adverbials, tense choice, synonyms, pronouns

Expanded noun phrases Relative clauses

Adverbs and modals for possibility 

Range of verb forms including past/present progressive and present perfect 

Use of inverted commas and other speech punctuation 

Embedded subordinate clauses are used for economy and emphasis.

Figurative language used to build description eg the crowd charged like bulls.

Repetition is used for effect eg the boys ran and ran until they could run no more.

	Non-fiction: discussion/newspaper. Writing to be linked to space topic – space lunar landing.

Developed introduction and conclusion using all the newspaper’s layout features.

Paragraphs developed with prioritised information into columns.

Subheadings are used as an organisational device.

Formal language used throughout to engage the reader.

Quotations are succinct and emotive.
	Sentence length varied e.g short and long.

Active and passive voice used deliberately to heighten engagement. Eg the café chairs were broken.

Wide range of subordinate conjunctions eg whilst, until, despite.

Complex sentences that use well known economic expression. Eg because of their courageous efforts, all the passengers were saved, which was nothing short of a miracle.

Locate and identify noun phrases.

Use modal verbs.

Prefixes for verbs; dis, de, mis, over.

Convert adjectives in verbs using suffixes; ate, ise, ify.

	Ancient Greece – a study of Greek life and achievements and their influence on the western world.

Pupils should continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study. They should note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of historical terms. They should regularly address and sometimes devise historically valid questions about change, cause, similarity and difference, and significance. They should construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information. They should understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources.
	To know that ancient Greece is located BC and that more recent periods in history are AD.

To know the dates of the ancient Greek civilisation.

To know the important features of life in ancient Greece, and the differences in life in different city states (Sparta and Athens)

To know that Athens and Sparta were city states and governed themselves.

To know that information about Sparta comes mostly from Athenian writers (and the implications on the reliability of the information)

To know why the Greek states had armies and navies.

To know some of the beliefs of the ancient Greeks and why they held them.

To know some of the ancient Greek gods, and what they represented.

To know Mount Olympus is the home of the Greek gods.

To know the names, symbols, responsibilities, and stories (myths) of three Greek Gods.

To know the stories of some Greek heroes (legends).

To know that the Greeks were the first to write histories and this is why we have documentary accounts of battles.

To know the key events of the Battle of Marathon.

To recognise the main features of a Greek theatre.

To know the religious connections between theatre and religious  festivals.

To know the sorts of plays the Greeks liked and who wrote them.

To know the Olympics were an event when the city states to come together. 

To know the similarities and differences between the English and Greek alphabets. 

To know how school in ancient Greece was similar to and different from school today. 

To know the names of classical architectural features such as column.
